C Derived from the Tertiary Entrance Aggregate (TEA) 1
score out of 400

C ATAR out of 100 7 for example ATAR of 75.00
Indicates equal to or better than 75% of the WA
students at school leaving age

C Course results for these subjects are generated by:
I 50% school score (moderated and standardised)
I 50% exam score (standardised)

C The universities differ in their
requirements, but a final scaled score
of 50% will ensure competence Is
obtained for all universities.

Notre Dame does not always rely solely on a ATAR
for university entry.

It may base entry upon a range of different factors:

C Personal gualities and motivation

C Academic record

C Recommendations by schools (eg reports)

C Admissions interview
