The Seconds suffered defeat for the first time in season 2009 against Hale. During a very 

even contest, Hale converted their opportunities better during the third quarter to maintain a 

lead until the final siren. The teams kicked an equal number of goals in the first, second and 

final quarters, but Hale’s three goals, two behinds compared to TC’s one goal and four 

behinds in the third term was the significant factor in the result. 

Trinity worked determinedly throughout the game; however the loss of two players before 

the first bounce diminished the running capacity of the midfield. Michael Moo de Kerloy and 

DCad used their strength to great effect, being able to keep their feet and move the ball 

forward from contested situations. Zeko gave his opponent no latitude but was still first to 



the ball when it entered his zone. Muzza Newman showed class and poise under pressure, 

using his evasive skills to find space. Goesy kept going in the ruck, providing drive from the 

middle. TMac started very well but was hampered by an ankle injury. Chabby and Harty 

combined with the ever-dependable Dougy to marshal the defence and provide rebound. 

Two aspects of the game that were very pleasing were Trinity’s ability to sustain pressure 

on Hale to force turnovers and the forward’s ability to lead up the ground and ‘meet’ the 

ball. The spirit of the team remains very positive and there were no signs of discontent 

among the playing group.  

One strategy that was under-utilized was the team’s ability to switch the ball to the open 

side and run the ball through the Hale zone. In the final quarter Trinity managed to achieve 

this to great effect a few times, but in future games all players need to look peripherally and 

provide switching options when stoppages occur. This requires defensive players to create 

run and midfielders to move out of the space which will be used for this purpose. People 

forward of the ball must run continuously to create space, to give momentum toward the 

contest and cause confusion for the opposition’s defensive players. 

Despite all losses being disappointing, there were positive signs shown and further room for 

improvement, so long as everyone is focused on working hard together to rebound against 

Aquinas this week.
