The Bachelor of the Arts (Extended) is a four -year arts degree.  The  course facilitates a 

supported transition into University through the provision of an additional study year 

specifically designed to develop appropriate academic skills for success at University.  

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students will access  specialised academic support 

through bridging subjects provided in key areas.  The course is a unique experience and 

provides a great opportunity for students to immerse themselves in University life.  

 

The first two years of this course are residentially based, where students live on campus in 

one of the Universityõs many residential colleges.  Funding is available through Abstudy 

residential cost option initiative, or limited scholarships are available.  

 

The University of Melbourne has a large number of s cholarships for Indigenous students.  

Scholarships have been previously available for living allowance, course fees, board and meals in 

residential colleges, relocation and accommodation, study equipment and travel.
